1. One year fraud declined from $55.7 billion (2006) to $49.3 
billion (2007). 

 
2. Mean fraud per victim declined from $6,278 (2006) to 

$5,720 (2007). 
 

3. Total U.S. adult victims of identity fraud was 8.4 million 
(2007), a decline from 9.3 million (2005) and from 10.1 
million victims (2003). 

 
  BETTER BUSINESS BUREAU AND JAVELIN STRATEGY AND RESEARCH: JANUARY  
   2005: IDENTITY THEFT SURVEY: 
 

1. During the twelve months studied, 9.3 million Americans fell 
victim to identity theft. 

 
2. Where method of theft was known, 68.2% of information stolen 

or used by thieves was obtained off-line, whereas only 11.6% 
was obtained on-line.  Traditional channels present the 
greatest threat to potential victims. 

 
  PRIVACY & AMERICAN BUSINESS SURVEY: JULY 2003: 
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1. Since 1990, 33.4 million Americans were victims of identity 
theft. 

 
2. 12 percent of identity theft victims say someone stole or 

improperly obtained a paper or computer record with their 
personal information and used it illegally to falsify or 
forge their identity. 

 
3. 16 percent of identity theft victims say a friend, relative, 

or co-worker stole their identity. 
 
  FEDERAL TRADE COMMISSION IDENTITY THEFT SURVEY REPORT: 2004: 
 

1. The victims know or are related to the identity thief in 
over 25 percent of all reported identity theft cases. 

 
2. To resolve issues related to identity theft, Americans spent
